1. Product introduction 

 

NC-406H is a vandal-proof camera which uses 
a Sony Super HAD CCD chipset that offers a 
horizontal resolution of 540TV lines. A 
minimum illumination of 0.1 Lux is needed for 
a clear image.    
 
The housing is made of high resistance 
aluminum. The design of this model makes it 
possible to integrate it easily in existing 
decorations. It can be mounted under the eve 
of roods or on a wall, a perfect solution for 
residential installations 
 
 

2. Cautions 

 

¶ In order to protect the camera, avoid 

placing or using it in direct sunlight, or in 

rain and dust circumstances. 

 

¶ Don’t touch the CCD chipset directly by 

using your fingers, use soft material 

containing some alcohol to wipe out the 

dust of the chipset.  

 

¶ Don’t leave the camera unclosed, even 

not when it is not operating 

circumstances.  

 

¶ Check the power adaptor, the output 

should be 12V DC, overvoltage could 

damage the chipset of the camera.  

 

¶ Don’t throw the camera, or let it fall 

down, this could damage the chipset and 

housing.

5. Operation Procedure 

  

1. Before you connect the camera, check if the 

power source is correct. 

2. Mount the camera on the desired location. 

3. Connect the BNC connector to a TV monitor, 

connect the DC plug to a power adapter. An 

image will be shown on the screen when the 

camera starts operating.  

4. Adjust the focus and aperture of the lens to 

get a clear and good image of the camera.
